1.4 Figures

The document will be presented in electronic format. Keep figures as simple as possible. Avoid excessive notes. Please ensure that all figures are of the highest quality. Photographs must be scanned at 300 dpi. Colour pictures are accepted.  You are advised to check how colour illustrations show in greyscale for reproduction by others (see Figure 1). Line drawings should be clear and uncluttered.

1.4.2 Arrangement of figures in the text

The following rules should be followed:

· Number figures consecutively in the order in which reference is made to them in the text, making no distinction between diagrams and photographs.

· Insert Figures without a border (except Tables).

· Allow figures with text around (two figures placed side by side is possible).
